Subject: English [C-7]

Objectives:
By the end of Class 7, students will be able to:

A. Speaking Objectives

1.

Communicate factual information and simple personal
opinions orally on familiar topics (aligned with AO4:
Speaking skill development).

Use a growing range of functional expressions and
collocations (from English Collocations in Use) in
structured dialogues and discussions.

Present orally a summary or reflection on readings from
History of Islam focusing on clarity, coherence, and
pronunciation.

Use clear intonation, volume, and pacing when reading
aloud passages from comprehension texts or history
selections.

B. Listening Objectives

1.

Demonstrate understanding of key information from
teacher-read texts or peer presentations, answering oral
and written comprehension questions (developing AO2:
Listening skills).

Identify main ideas, supporting details, and specific
factual information from spoken summaries or readings
(link to listening demands of IGCSE ESL Paper 2).

Follow multi-step classroom instructions and narrative
listening tasks drawn from fiction/nonfiction reading and
history texts.



C. Reading Objectives

1. Read and understand short factual, narrative, and
expository texts of increasing length and complexity,
including comprehension passages and Islamic history
extracts.

2. Apply skimming, scanning, and inferencing strategies to
comprehension texts (from Reading Comprehension
Booklet) (preparing for AO1: Reading skills).

3. Extract and learn collocations in context from both
reading booklet and Islamic history texts, reinforcing
English Collocations in Use vocabulary.

4. Identify main ideas, explicit facts, implicit meanings,
and writer’s tone/purpose at a foundational level.

D. Writing Objectives

1. Write structured paragraphs in both narrative and
factual genres, using appropriate paragraphing,
punctuation, and linking words.

2. Apply selected grammar points from High School English
Grammar & Composition & Grammar in Use accurately
in sentence and paragraph writing (building toward
AO3: Writing).

3. Use collocations appropriately in short writing tasks,
increasing lexical range and naturalness (aligned to
English Collocations in Use objectives).

4. Compose short written reflections or summaries of
History of Islam readings, integrating key facts and
simple evaluative statements.

Proofread and edit writing drafts for accuracy of
spelling, punctuation, grammar, using teacher/peer
feedback.

Desired Outcomes

Be able to read and understand short factual and
descriptive texts (150-200 words) with a focus on
identifying main ideas, supporting details, and explicit
information.

Begin to infer meaning from context in unfamiliar words
within known topics.

e Demonstrate skimming and scanning strategies across
different reading tasks.
Listening

Comprehend the main points and specific details in short
spoken texts and conversations on familiar IGCSE ESL
topics.

Follow classroom instructions and short announcements
with minimal repetition.

Respond accurately to listening comprehension
questions involving factual recall.

Writing

Write short descriptive and factual paragraphs (60-80
words) using correct sentence structures, punctuation,
and basic organization.

Compose informal emails and factual notices with
correct format and clarity.

Use linking words (and, but, because, so, then) and
simple cohesive devices.



e Apply foundational grammar points (present/past
simple, prepositions, modals) from class instruction into
written tasks.

Speaking

e Communicate factual information orally about familiar
topics (family, school, hobbies) using simple but clear
sentence structures.

e Express basic opinions and preferences in structured pair
and small-group discussions.

e Demonstrate improved pronunciation, volume, and
clarity in reading aloud and oral presentations.

e Respond appropriately to simple interview-style

questions about personal experiences.

Language Awareness

Demonstrate understanding and controlled use of basic
grammar structures (present simple/continuous, past
simple, comparatives/superlatives, articles) in speaking
and writing.

Begin to build a functional vocabulary bank including
high-frequency words and essential collocations related
to “Myself & Others,” “Education,” and “Employment.”

Faith and Values Integration

Reflect orally and in writing on lessons of Islamic values
(justice, patience, sincerity) derived from relevant texts
or classroom discussions.

Consistently demonstrate respectful communication,
greeting with Salaam, and maintaining Islamic etiquette
in spoken and written English.
