By the end of Class 8, in Shaa Allah, students will develop
comprehensive English language skills in reading, writing,
listening, and speaking, laying a strong foundation for
success in the IGCSE O-Level English as a Second Language
(ESL) exam and the Mutawassitah exam.

Read and understand academic texts, articles, reports, and
exam-style passages from the Pearson IGCSE ESL Student
Book (Modules 1-3).

Read and comprehend narrative historical chapters from
When the Moon Split (Chapters 1-20), identifying main
ideas, supporting details, and moral lessons.

Apply skimming, scanning, and inferencing strategies to
both academic and literary texts.

Recognize text structures and organizational features
across nonfiction (exam texts) and narrative (Islamic
history).

Subject: Science [C-8]

Objective

By the end of C8, students have a strong foundation in the
fundamental principles and methodologies of general
science across biology, chemistry, and physics, positioning
them for success in the IGCSE O-level General Science and
Mutawassitah Exam.

Desired Outcomes

Biology: Students learn key biological concepts, including cell
structure and function, genetic principles, evolution, and
ecosystems, and understand how these concepts are
interconnected.

Chemistry: Students understand basic chemical principles,
including atomic structure, the periodic table, chemical
reactions, and states of matter.

Physics: Students grasp fundamental physics principles,
including forces and motion, energy and work, waves, and
the basics of electricity and magnetism.

Scientific Methodology: Students learn how to apply the
scientific method to conduct experiments and investigations,
including hypothesis formation, data collection and analysis,
and drawing and communicating conclusions.

Critical Thinking and Problem-Solving: Students develop their
critical thinking and problem-solving skills, learn how to apply
scientific principles to solve complex problems and make
informed predictions.

Environmental Science: Students gain an understanding of
the role of science in addressing global environmental



challenges, including climate change, biodiversity loss, and
sustainable energy.

Scientific Literacy: Students become scientifically literate,
learn to interpret scientific texts, graphs, and data, and to
communicate their scientific understanding effectively.
Exam Preparation Skills: Students develop strong study
habits, test-taking strategies, and stress management
techniques. They undertake regular practice tests to
familiarize themselves with the IGCSE O-level General
Science exam format and expectations.
